About the race: The race will start and finish at Lake Houston Wilderness Park, 22031 Baptist Encampment Road, 
New Caney, Texas 77357, at 9 p.m. on Sat. May 14th and run on the heavily wooded dirt trails of the park. Park is 
located approximately 25 miles north of Houston on Hwy 59, exit New Caney. Runners follow pitch-dark wooded trail 
marked with glow sticks, flour on the ground and arrow signs to the finish. There will be at least 1 water stop at 
approx 3 miles. The trail is straight and smooth to winding, with many roots. Headlamp or flashlight required! Post-
race BBQ and beer (for responsible drinkers of age) immediately following the race at the start/finish area. Find more 
info, park directions and results at www.RunInTexas.com. Extra BBQ plates available by advance purchase for non-
running guests for $10.
